You need to collect a tray and a variety of objects for you to try and remember (about 6 or 7 to start with).
You also need a cloth or towel to cover them with.

1. Put all the items on the tray Look at them for
one minute – try to remember as many as you can.

3. Ask the grown-up to secretly remove something
from the tray and hide it behind their back.

2. Get a grown-up to cover the tray.

4. Remove the cover and try to remember what
is missing.
